Four initiatives have been developed for consideration by
Sendor Burr, Senator Dole, and Representativ&huer in the 2009 Congress. They includethe Swannanoa 4H
Education Cente Kitchen and Nutrition Project; The Swannanoa 4H Education Center STEM Project;
Appalachian and American Indian Heritage Camp Project; and 4-H Centennial Amphitheater Project. Each of
these will build upon the life skik that traditional 4H camp provides our 4H youth.
